2. The BoH shall conduct 
epidemiological analysis 
of surveillance data, 
including monitoring of 
trends over time, 
emerging trends, and 
priority populations.

11. The BoH shall promote vaccine inventory 
management in all premises where 
provincially funded vaccines are stored.

5. The BoH shall provide a comprehensive 
information and education strategy to promote 
optimal vaccine management among health 
care providers.

10. The BoH shall ensure the storage and 
distribution of provincially funded vaccines.

4. The BoH shall promote the reporting of 
adverse events following immunization by 
health care providers to the local BoH.

12. The BoH shall monitor, investigate, 
document, and report all suspected cases of 
adverse events following immunization.
