I.
Hospital Networks

A.
Conceptual Components

1.
Defining a Network

The Health Services Restructuring Commission (HSRC) has adopted the principles of the Ministry of Health’s Rural and Northern Health Care Framework in defining a hospital network.  Specifically, for the purposes of identifying networks, the HSRC adopted the following definition:

Networks are a group of hospitals (one of which must be a Level C) which together service a geographic area.  Networks will not be restricted to DHC boundaries.

Figure 1 depicts the members of a network.

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The figure
 illustrates the following characteristics:

· The network could contain a number of clusters (as defined in the Rural and Northern Health Care Framework). However, the HSRC has not attempted to identify clusters of hospitals as of yet.

· The Level D facility is not a member of a network unless it is the dominant secondary care provider for the network. Rather, the Level D facility forms a relationship with the network. 

2.
Levels of Care

As part of the initial analysis of the identification of hospital networks, the HSRC attempted to classify each hospital by the level of care it provides.  Based upon a classification system adopted by CIHI and the JPPC, the HSRC has proposed matching a facility designation with the level of care offered at a particular site.  The process is illustrated in Figure 2.

For additional information, see Appendix A which provides a complete list of CMGs and the associated level of care, and Appendix B which provides a profile of all Ontario hospitals and the number of cases in each level of care that each served 1995/96. 

Utilizing the level of care profiles for all Ontario hospitals, one can identify local/regional Level 2 providers.  (See Section II on the identification of network members.)

It is important to note that facilities will be expected to build a continuum of care. For example, a Level C facility will provide a range of Level A/B services.  Figure 3 depicts the continuum anticipated.

Primary Care Facilities (A/B)

While the Rural and Northern Health Care Framework has identified two categories of primary care facilities (A/B), the HSRC has not attempted to designate these facility types within the network.  

The HSRC anticipates that the designation of these facility types will occur following the identification of the members of the network, and the subsequent program consolidations and/or transfers among network members.

C.
Level C Hospitals - Regional/District Hospitals

The HSRC’s preliminary analysis suggests that Level C facilities will have the following characteristics:

· A minimum of 5,000 weighted cases, including inpatient and same day surgery

· Transfers to tertiary care/academic centres

· Transfers from area primary care facilities

· The regional provider of Level 2 inpatient services for a given geographical area

· The major provider of elective surgery

· The major provider of same day surgery.

In addition we noted that many of the Level C hospitals are currently assuming roles of District or Regional facilities.  Consistent with the Rural and Northern Health Care Framework, the HSRC does not anticipate creating any new Level C facilities.

D.
Tertiary Care Facilities (D)

The HSRC has determined the natural referral area for tertiary care facilities for the various networks.  In the cases of Kingston, London, Hamilton and Ottawa, the specific hospital has been identified.  As there are many options and various referral patterns related to the Toronto tertiary hospitals, the HSRC has only identified the city.  In the case of tertiary hospitals, the HSRC has considered them to be synonymous with teaching hospitals located in academic health science centres.  Many large non-teaching hospitals have significant tertiary caseload, and may indeed act as referral centres for a variety of tertiary-level services.

II.
Approach and Methodology

A.
Principles Adopted

The HSRC’s proposed approach to identification of hospital networks is based upon the following principles:

· Maximize the utilization of the most recent clinical data

· Utilize data that are consistent with previous studies

· Focus upon the populations not the providers

· Not limited by geopolitical boundaries.

B.
Data Sources

The HSRC recognizes the limitations of the data available for the purposes of identifying networks. These limitations relate to the following:

· Accuracy of the geographic and clinical coding

· Potential for small case counts for transfers and referrals.

The following data elements summarize the key variables utilized in this approach:

The HSRC recognizes that it does not have access to all data or practices that would support the confirmation of a network. Therefore, the HSRC seeks comments and additional information from hospitals prior to finalization of the networks.

C.
Approach to Validation of a Network and Its Members

The validation of a network considered the following:

· Existing referral pattern 

· Referrals - as measured by elective surgery

· Transfer patterns (to and from various facilities)

· Range of services offered as categorized by level of care.

The HSRC has adopted the following five-step approach for the preliminary identification of hospital networks, using the CIHI data for 1995/96:

 Create county profile

Step 1
Create a County Profile

The approach first centered upon the identification of providers on a County basis.  This approach was adopted as opposed to building networks based on current perceived roles of various facilities.  The approach also enabled the review of the service characteristics of a community, and the subsequent determination of the relationship of the providers.
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Step 2
Confirm Level C Providers 

The Level C service provider is determined in a series of steps or tasks.  First, a review of the transfers to and from the Level 2 hospital(s) is analyzed.  Second, a review of the share of elective surgery for the municipality is examined.  Third, a review of the referral pattern for same day surgery is analyzed.  Through an examination of these patterns of use the dominant Level 2 hospital(s) is determined. 
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Step 3
Confirm Members of Network

Following the identification of the county/area Level 2 (secondary care) provider(s), the process focused upon the identification of those primary care facilities that have a relationship with the Level 2 (secondary care) provider(s).  
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Step 4
Confirm Network Membership for Other County Hospitals

One of the principles of the approach was that geopolitical boundaries would not limit network configurations.  For example, a hospital in one county may have a historical and appropriate referral relationship to a Level 2 facility in another county. Step 4 provides the analysis undertaken to identify networks that contain members from multiple counties.
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Step 5
Assess Implications of HSRC Directions to Date

The analysis undertaken in the previous four steps is based upon clinical patterns that occurred in 1995/96.  The HSRC recognizes that patterns of service delivery will change in some communities as a result of previously issued directions or notices.  The HSRC proposes to undertake more in-depth analysis of these circumstances if required, in the next phase of analysis.
